Artists are invited to submit up to ten (10) pieces of original abstract/non-objective artwork. 

Eligibility: Open to artists residing in Minnesota, Wisconsin, Iowa, Nebraska, North and South Dakota. 

Submissions must be received by March 6. Notifications of acceptance will be made by March 18. 

Intake of accepted work April 8, or as otherwise arranged. 

What to Enter:  

          - All media, 2-D and 3-D except installations and video will be considered 

           -Works must be original, executed by the artist, and completed within the past 5 years 

          - Work previously exhibited at the Minnetonka Center for the Arts is not eligible 

          - All work must be for sale. The art center will retain a 40% commission on sales of work by MCFTA      

          members and a 50% commission on sales of work by non-members. Artists need not be members      

          of MCFTA to apply or exhibit. 

          - Applicants are encouraged to submit a cohesive body of work and to submit the full 10 pieces, as             

          the goal is to present a group of work by each artist rather than single pieces 

Process:

Submissions must include image list specifying the medium, size, and retail price of each piece 
submitted. Including an artist statement and CV/resume is encouraged but not required. 

Presentation: 

Works must be ready to display. Generally, works on paper must be framed and wired for hanging. 
Unframed works on heavy paper intended to be installed with clips, magnets or nails are also 
acceptable. Works on canvas may be either framed or gallery-wrapped with finished edges, and wired 
for hanging. 3-D works must be stable and structurally sound.  

Liability: Work will be insured by the Art Center from the time of delivery through the scheduled pick-up 
day, May 13. 

Delivery and pick-up of accepted work is the responsibility of the artist. Entries submitted by mail or 
delivery service must include prepaid return shipping label.
